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Course Description :-


This course is designed to provide the graduate students with specialized knowledge and skills in emergency and disaster nursing care . In addition to strengthen the students “Capability of independent and clinical judgment, the course will also provide them with the opportunity to enhance their ability to independently solve problems and follow the development of advanced knowledge within the field of emergency care and disaster planning . 

Throughout the course, the nursing process will be utilized as a framework for solving problems and providing emergency nursing care.


The clinical part will further equip the students with attitudes and skills that enhance the student’s ability to assess rapidly and accurately the patient’s responses to trauma events.

Aim of the course :-


This course aims to provide the graduate student with specialized knowledge and skills in emergency and disaster nursing care .

Intended Learning Outcomes :-


Successful completion of the course should lead to the following learning outcomes:
A. Knowledge and Understanding

1. Identify the common mechanisms of injury associated with emergency situation and trauma.

2. Describe the pathophysiological changes of trauma and medical emergencies as the basis for signs and symptoms.

3. Discuss the role of the nurse in disaster management .

B. Cognitive and intellectual analysis skills

1. Describe the nursing assessment of patients with emergency conditions.

2. Based on the assessment data,  identify appropriate nursing diagnosis and expected outcomes for patients who require emergency management .
3. Describe the appropriate interventions for patients with emergency conditions utilizing research finding.

4. Describe mechanisms for evaluating the effectiveness of nursing interventions for patients with emergency conditions.

C. Subject Specific Skills 

1. Demonstrate a standardized , systematic and organized approach to assessment , planning , intervention and evaluation.

2. Identify patient’s potential responses to nursing interventions.

3. Demonstrate ability to understand the nurse’s role in the emergency and disaster management.

4. Discuss the role of the nurse in disaster preparedness and response.

D. Transferable Skills

1. Demonstrate competency in collecting primary and secondary assessment data.

2. Identify priorities for nursing interventions based on assessment data .

3. Acquire specialized skills in handling medico-technical equipment used in emergency conditions.

4. Utilize the research findings in planning the care for patients.

10. Thoracic and Cardiovascular emergencies.

11. Abdominal and Genitourinary injuries.

12. Spinal cord and vertebral column injury.

13. Musculoskeletal injury.

14. Emergency management of burn patient.

Course methodologies (Theory and Clinical Practice)

6. Supervised clinical practice-One credit hour/8 hours shift/week for 12 weeks at the emergency department.

Clinical Project:


The student is expected to submit a (10000 word) report discussing a well-specified and applied problem-oriented issue related to Emergency and Disaster Nursing, supported using the relevant literature using APA format.

Clinical Evaluation:


The clinical practice will take place in the emergency department at the Jordan University Hospital. The student is expected to spend an average of 8 hours shift/week for 12 weeks (96 hours) of supervised clinical practice at the assigned clinical setting. Each week the student is expected to identify his or her learning needs and submit a weekly practicum report with the identified learning objectives and reflection on learning for each shift. The preceptor is assigned to facilitate, guide and support the students in a way that allows personal and professional development in terms of both individual and formal educational aims. Goal formulation, Planning and evaluation of the training take place in close co-operation between students. Preceptors and the course instructor.

Seminar-case presentation 


The clinical nursing seminar is aimed at stimulation and developing the abilities of students in communication, reflection, interaction and self-knowledge. The student is expected in the seminar to present a case of medical emergencies related his/her clinical experience since the emergency trauma management will be discussed in the theory classes.

Course policies:


The basic assumption is that graduate students are active independent learners who are able to take responsibility for their personal and professional growth. The relationship between the course instructor/preceptor and the student is central to the learning process, and is promoted by mutual considerations and respect. However, the students are accountable for fulfilling the course requirements as outlined in the syllabus.

If the student is going to miss a clinical day, the preceptor should be notified early and should arrange with the preceptor to make up the missed hours. Attendance of the lectures and seminars is a must.

If the student is unable to attend the scheduled exam, he/she should notify the instructor within 3days to arrange for a makeup exam, otherwise the exam result will be zero for than exam.
